My experiences changing from Windows XP 32bit to Windows 7 
64bit  
 
My existing Photoshop computer is now a rather complex setup where I 
have a dedicated Windows 7 RAID computer exclusively for Photoshop and 
a separate XP computer for email, web browsing and other programs. The 
Photoshop computer was previously operating with Windows XP 32bit.  
 
Why change to Windows 7 64bit?    
Photoshop loves RAM, more is better and with Windows XP 32bit there is a 
usable RAM limit of 3.2 GB. With Windows 7 64bit Home Premium this is 
raised to 16GB and with the Pro versions it is currently 192GB, although the 
theoretical limit is about 10x higher. Digital image files are big and getting 
bigger all the time, then add HDR, lots of layers or Photomerge and things 
can slow to a stop. 
 
Why not change to Windows 7 64bit?   
If you are running an existing Windows 32bit system it is not an easy change 
to make. There is no direct upgrade path; a clean install is required, so it is 
not recommended for those who are not computer literate. 32bit programs 
and device drivers may not work, Photoshop plug-ins require new 64bit 
versions. 
 
The first part of the project was to run the Win -7 Upgrade Advisor 64bit, 
which indicated that everything inside the computer itself was amenable to 
the migration, but some of the external equipment was questionable. The 
Upgrade Advisor will check your programs and connected hardware but 
cannot check Photoshop Plug-Ins. There is an XP compatibility mode but 
there are no guarantees that your software will work with it. The Win -7 disk 
comes with a large complement of functional drivers that will get most 
things running, but better drivers usually come from the hardware 
manufacturers. The biggest problem is Epson who has apparently decided 
not to make updated drivers for even their Pro printers that are more than a 
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few years old. Download drivers to a thumb drive for all your devices 
before you start, and collect all your program disks. 
There was no upgrade path from XP to Win-7, so a clean install was 
needed. This whole process will be easier if you just replace the boot 
drive (C:) with a new one. Since all hard drives fail, this is a good time to 
get a new one. Before you start you will of course need to make a full 
backup of your existing C: drive, as you will need to re-install all 
programs, data, devices, drivers, plug-ins, everything. My preference is 
for uncompressed backups since I had a bad experience being unable to 
restore a backup after updating the operating system. With 
uncompressed backups you can just drag and drop files and folders to 
restore them. Again, all programs must be installed from the original 
disks or downloaded and installed. 
 
Photoshop CS4 is happy running on a 64bit system, but many of the Plug
-Ins that I use had no 64bit versions. Next were the hardware drivers 
which were available for everything in the computer box including the 
RAID controller card. Both printers also had updated 64bit drivers 
available on the manufacturer sites. Updated drivers were collected and 
an OEM version of Win-7 64bit was purchased. 
 
With a clean hard drive, booting from the DVD and installing Win -7 
went surprisingly quickly. All the online Windows updates took much 
longer, but Win -7 was installed and running in less than an hour. Next 
were the external devices. I prefer to install them one at a time. Both 
printers installed easily using the downloaded drivers and they 
functioned exactly as before, but neither scanner had drivers at the 
manufacturer sites. I then remembered that I had purchased VueScan. I 
downloaded the latest version and it runs both scanners perfectly 
 
Do I like Win -7 64bit?   
Yes, it appears to be stable and even faster than XP. 
 
Which version of Windows 7 did I get?   
Windows 7 Home Premium 64bit does everything I need for Photoshop 
and supports up to 16GB of RAM. 
 
Did I have any problems?  
Yes but none that were insurmountable. Just be aware that some existing 
software will not run in a 64bit environment. You can check this with the 
Windows 7 Upgrade Advisor, but even if the Advisor says it wonôt work, 
it might anyway. An acquaintance installed Office 2000 on his Win -7 
64bit machine and has reported that it works fine.   
 
Would I do it again?  
Yes, in fact I already have. One week after doing the migration my boot 
drive crashed, making some faint scraping sounds. Western Digital sent 
a new drive and after many hours everything is again running.
