AfMembers should note that the col o
judging and projection will be 'sRGB'. Members are
encouraged to download a purpose designed target grey scale
image to check their computer calibration. In the b/w stepped
gradient, it should be possible to see all 20 graduated steps. If
this is not the case, it is recommended that you recalibrate
your machine with Adobe Gamma (comes with Photoshop), or,

Keep in mind though that while monitors and projectors both use light,
they are still two different types of technologies. Even with the highest
quality, properly calibrated equipment there will still be some
differences between them in terms of luminance and dynamic range.

To use the Grey Scale Target (attached as a separate
jpg file) - adjust your monitor for the brightest
gradients, as projectors have difficulty displaying the
full tonal range, and the human eye/mind is more
comfortable with not seeing details in the blacks
rather than overexposed, detailess whites.
